Goldeneye is a benchmark producer in Anderson Valley, dedicated
exclusively to Pinot Noir and known for highlighting the region’s
cool-climate character. With a strong focus on estate and
sustainably farmed vineyards, the winery crafts expressive, site-
driven wines with elegance and longevity.

Wine Making

Pinot Noir grapes are sourced from estate and select vineyard sites
throughout Anderson Valley, where cool temperatures and coastal
influence preserve acidity and aromatic intensity. Fermentation is
conducted with careful temperature control to maintain purity and
texture, followed by aging in oak barrels to enhance structure and
complexity without overwhelming the fruit. The winemaking

approach emphasizes site expression, balance, and aging potential.

Food Suggestions
This Anderson Valley Pinot Noir pairs beautifully with duck, roasted

chicken, and grilled salmon. It also complements mushroom-
forward dishes, pork tenderloin, and truffle-accented cuisine. Its
balance of freshness and structure makes it ideal for refined, food-
driven menus and special-occasion dining.

TASTING NOTES

This Pinot Noir opens with lifted aromas of black cherry, raspberry,
and wild strawberry layered with notes of rose petal and subtle
baking spice. On the palate, it is medium- to full-bodied and silky,
offering concentrated red fruit flavors supported by vibrant acidity
and fine-grained tannins. Hints of forest floor, cola, and crushed
stone add depth and complexity through the mid-palate. The wine
shows excellent balance and tension throughout. The finish is long,
refined, and polished, with lingering fruit and savory nuance.
